A survivor from 

Cedar Mountain was able to 

make contact in person and the 

young lady decided she was 

ready to get out of her current 

situation.  She was involved 

with a man known as a “Romeo 

Pimp”, he made her feel as if he 

loved her despite beatings and 

forced drug addiction.  We got 

her to a safe location away from 

her abuser and she stayed for a 

couple of days, but 

unfortunately chose to go back. 

We will not give up on her 

though, and pray that she is 

ready to commit to recovery 

soon! 

This month, we facilitated four 

transports and visited a county 

jail three times gathering 

information on possible sex 

rings in different communities!

After a lot of long days and 

nights of challenging work by 

some amazing volunteers and 

members of our ministry 

team, we are proud to say that 

the renovation of Cornerstone 

is complete!  The building is 

ready to house women who 

have survived Human 

Trafficking, and those who 

need a refuge from becoming 

trapped in slavery.  In fact, we 

have already housed a couple 

of women on an emergency 

temporary basis for a couple 

of nights this month. 

However, despite the 

completion of the building, 

we will not be able to take on 

new, permanent residents 

until we are able to hire a full-

time House Mother for the 

facility.  As we did last month, 

we are reaching out again to 

any of you who may be 

interested in this position, or 

know someone who may be a 

good fit.
